Currently,
approximately 50,000 citizens from other countries live in our city. There are numerous
cultural centres as well as advisory and communication services providers financed by
independent agencies.

School, training and further education are particularly important issues for integration.
As well as offering special remedial classes for children from foreign countries, the City
of Minster also offers language courses in the afternoon, first language tuition or
Islamic studies. Since October 2004, we have extended our offers to include an
international educational advisory service. Cultivating a network of international
contacts and meetings is essential for structuring a multi-cultural society, for example
by means of international school exchanges.
